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SELDOM SEEN QUILTING

I made a memory quilt out of clothing that belonged to a much-loved husband and father – specifically blue jeans and plaid shirts with pearl snaps.  Here’s how I did it:

· “Disappearing four-patch” pattern, starting with 7” squares of denim and 7” squares of plaid shirting

· Three rows of six squares each

· Vertical sashing, approximately 4” wide, cut from front plackets of shirts 

· (I needed three shirt plackets for each of the two rows of sashing)

· Appliquéd one shirt pocket on the second square from the top, right side of the quilt

· Appliquéd one hip pocket on the third square from the top, left side of the quilt

· Four-inch border of coordinating fabric, also used as self-binding

· Quilted with unbleached muslin backing and 100% cotton batting, using a widely-spaced all-over meandering pattern

· Finished quilt measured approximately 50” x 76”
